The presentation of Slovakia centred on a very interesting stand design and a varied programme that emphasized contemporary authors, the centenary of the birth of Dominik Tatarka and the 1150th anniversary of the arrival of the apostles Constantine and Methodius. The guest of honour also had a special programme and space for children, under the title Slovakia for Children.   
The Diversity of Poetry
This year’s poetry theme comprised dozens of events with the participation of many poets, performers and representatives of slam poetry from the Czech Republic and abroad. 
In the Laterna poetica multimedia space, poetry was presented in the form of audio recordings and film footage of readings by poets from the Czech Republic and abroad and also poetry available on the Internet. 
A pre-fair poetry mini-festival was held at Holešovice’s Liberál and Divus cafés, the House of Reading in Prague 10 and the Viola theatre. 
The Poets in Music open-air concert took place on Saturday, 18 May, including performances by Vladimír Mišík & ETC, Zuzana Homolová, Karpatské chrbáty, Krch-off band, Ondřej Škoch and Nitky, and Jan Burian.
